(Fundraising)
REMEMBERING SEVERELY AFFECTED ME SUFFERERS IN YOUR WILL

It is quite common for people to make provision to a charity (or charities) within their Wills and the 25% ME Group has received several small legacies in the past. 

We would like to provide our members with a few general pointers regarding making a Will:

It is, of course, recommended that everyone make a Will to ensure their wishes are carried out after their death. It is possible to prepare a do-it-yourself Will, but it is generally advisable to seek legal advice first, and if required to call upon the services of a solicitor when drawing up a Will.

Some people may make provision for a specific donation to charity (charities) of their choice, leaving a particular sum or percentage of the overall sum; many people make provision for their family and loved ones (including those pampered pets) and then leave all (or a certain percentage) of the residue to charity. 
You may also wish to specify how you would like any funds you leave to a charity (such as the 25% ME Group) to be spent, for example:

“I give …(amount or proportion)… to The 25% ME Group (Registered Charity No. SC034265), 21 Church Street, Troon, Ayrshire, KA10 6HT for its general charitable purposes. I direct that the receipt of the Treasurer or duly authorised officer, shall be a valid and appropriate form of discharge.”
This would leave the allocation of the bequest in the hands of the 25% ME Group so it could be spent on what was considered appropriate at the time. This could be to fund support and information services such as the advocacy service, to be used for campaigning issues in raising awareness of the condition or to support research etc.

As an alternative, you could stipulate exactly what you wished the money to be spent on: to support our disability and respite fund, to help fund and develop the group’s advocacy service, or any other aspect of the group you consider to be of particular importance.
